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Spalding wins race 
by 35-vote margin

Journalism  student Judy Spalding Wednesday fought off a 
thousand- vote loss she suffered in the general election and 
defeated law student Jim  Boone by 35 votes in the runoff to 
become the U niversity's second female Student Government 
president.

Spalding received 2,368 votes and Boone 2,333 
T m  ecstatic. I m tremendously grateful to my campaign 

staff and all the voters I pledge to live up to the full potential of 
the office,” Spalding said Wednesday night.

“ We ran the best cam paign we could, but we got edged out,” 
Boone said “ There’s alw ays the problem of apathy in Student 
Government elections It s been a very humbling experience for 
me—the help we had, not the losing I wish Judy the best of luck.”

Boone said he would ask the Election Commission for a 
recount.

The United Front Operation, which fielded a whole slate of 
candidates in the general election, had placed 12 in the Student 
Senate runoff However, no UFO candidate in the runoff won a 
seat in the Senate.

UFO chairm an Gary McNeil said his party would be back 
next year. “ No m atte r what the election results, we have a 
m essage to get across. It s not just personalities,” McNeil said.

"The goddamn Daily Texan prejudiced the election. This 
thing was crooked from s ta rt to finish,” said David Mitcham, a

UFO candidate who failed to make the runoff and failed to 
challenge the election before spring break 

He said the Texan, through its editorials and news coverage, 
was responsible for both Boone's and UFO’s losses.

After graduating from the University School of Law in May, 
Boone said he would s ta rt work with the prestigious Houston 
law firm  of Vinson and Elkins in October 

The first thing Spalding has planned, when she gets into office 
April 5, is to conduct interviews for Student Government com­
m ittees and her staff "in  an attem pt to get the campus 
together.”

There were several upsets in Student Senate races. Jim  
Stokes reversed a 200-vote general election deficit and beat 
UFO candidate Neal F a rm er 1,893 to 1,247.

Two candidates tied. Mac Allen and Nancy Garrison each 
received 97 votes for the General and Comparative Studies seat, 
forcing another election next Wednesday. Allen had beaten 
Garrison by five votes in the general election 

In Natural Sciences P lace 2, Douglas McGookey beat Laurie 
Edminston by 75 votes, reversing an 80-vote loss in the general 
election.

According to the Election Commission's results, Spalding 
won big in “at-large,” 704-562; in business, 243-197; in General 
and Comparative Studies, 146-3; in law, 320-249; in social and 
behavioral sciences, 343-228; and in English, 151-87.

Boone won in architecture, 24-21; in humanities, 172-94; and in

Education committee 
OKs measure to set 
academic guidelines

The House Higher Education Com­
m ittee passed a bill Wednesday to es­
ta b lis h  g u id e lin e s  fo r  a c a d e m ic  
w o rk lo a d s  a t  s ta te - s u p p o r te d  in ­
stitutions.

The bill, sponsored by Rep. Bill 
Caraway, D-Houston, now goes to the 
House floor.

The m easure would vest authority in 
the Coordinating Board, Texas College 
and University System to develop broad 
policy and guidelines on workloads and 
small classes.

The m ajority of those present for the 
hearing in the Old Supreme Court Room 
were University faculty m em bers and 
a d m in is t r a to r s  in s u p p o r t  of the 
measure.

Rep. Frank Gaston, D-Dallas, amend­
ed the bill to include a noncompliance 
section, which provides for the Coor­
dinating Board to send up a Ted flag” to 
appropriate state agencies if a university 
fa ils  to com ply w ith the  b o a rd ’s 
regulations.

A technical question was raised by 
Rep Don Rains, D-San M arcos, about

the relationship between this bill, if pass­
ed, and a rider the House Appropriations 
Com m ittee may pass establishing a 
specific number of workload hours.

Gaston said that if a rider and this bill 
a re  both passed, the rider will not 
necessarily be “detrim ental” to the bill.

Prof. Jam es Sledd, of the University 
English departm ent, testified that the 
University of Texas “ will drive a truck 
through this bill.” “ The nature of the 
University is such that it is going to put 
research ahead of anything e lse ,” he 
said.

Sledd said he was present because 
someone “didn't want me to be here .”

“ State universities are preparing for a 
world in which one man will lead and 99 
per cent will follow,” he said.

The Texas Association of College 
T eachers (TACT) supports the bill 
because it would become possible to find 
abuses and it has an adaptable standard 
of m easure, Frank Wright, executive 
director of TACT, said. “ Riders a ren ’t 
a d e q u a t e  t o  a c c o u n t  f o r  v a l i d  
differences” of different institutions, 
disciplines and levels of teaching, he 
said

Department of Justice 
raps local school plan

The Departm ent of Justice  Wednesday 
said the Austin Independent School 
D i s t r i c t ’s i AISD) “ n e ig h b o rh o o d  
school” plan was designed deliberately 
to segregate M exican-American, black 
and white students.

THE DEPARTMENT urged the 5th 
U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals to reverse 
a federal district court finding that dis­
crim ination was not intentional and 
order the court to draw  up a plan to 
remedy the resulting racial isolation.

School Board President Gustavo G ar­
cia said, “ This has been the position of 
the Justice Department throughout, and 
I think their opinion is rig h t.” The school 
board position is “ that they have not 
desegregated in the past, but I disagree 
with th a t,” he said

School board trustee Marvin Griffin 
said the Justice D epartm ent’s opinion is 
“applicable to the problems of blacks 
and M exican-Amencans in Austin I con­

cur with their s ta tem ent.” However, 
school board trustee DeCourcy Kelley 
said the opinion “ repeated what the 
J u s t ic e  D ep a rtm en t s ta te d  in the 
original suit in 1970.”

K E L L E Y  A D D E D  t h a t  t h e  
neighborhood school plan is ju st that 
“ the child goes to the school closest to 
him. We’re in limbo right now until the 
5th Circuit Court of Appeals rules on the 
su it.” she said.

C h a rle s  Sansom , d ire c to r  of ad ­
m inistration for AISD. said the Justice 
D epartm ent has said “ nothing new” 
bearing on the suit.

The case against AISD has been before 
federal courts since 1970. The courts 
already have found intentional isolation 
of black students and have ordered AISD 
to take corrective steps. The Justice 
D epartm ent said of 16 schools in East 
Austin, all a re  more than 90 per cent 
minority

Moya denies keeping illegal road
Commissioner maintaining road with public $s, land owner says

Precinct 4 Commissioner Richard Moya early  Thurs­
day said that a copyrighted story in The Austin Citizen 
reporting he is keeping “ illegal” roads was filled with 
“ inaccurate sta tem ents,” and he is considering talking to 
a lawyer about it.

The Citizen article said Moya “ has been illegally 
keeping” at least one county road “under lock and key ”

The road, Old Bastrop Highway, which leads to a small 
cottage leased by Moya, is approximately two m iles east 
of Bergstrom Air Force Base just off Highway 71

Don Barkley, who said his mother owns the land on 
either side of the road said, “ It s a private road and has 
been since 1936 But Moya, using county funds, has 
maintained the road and a bridge for years.

“ He (Moya) cut down the gate and went in there and 
did the w ork,” Barkley said.

“ About three or four years ago Moya highly maintained 
the road for his private benefit only,” Barkley said

Moya rents a cottage, which sits at the end of the road.

from tile Rev Robert Rowe of Dallas, a former preacher 
of Austin’s Ebenezer Baptist Church 

Barkley saitl the road in question “ was never a county 
road, but it was a state highway ”

Ba r k l e y s  g rea t-g rand fa ther allowed the Texas 
Highway Department to build the now abandoned road in 
the early 1900s, Barkley said The road connected Austin 
with Bastrop County.

In 1936 the highway departm ent gave back the road to 
the Barkleys for “ private use. it was no longer a public 
highway,” he said 

“ A cattleguard and locked fence (closing off the road 
and bearing a no trespassing sign) were also built in 
1936,” Barkley said 

Moya said the road is a county road and he does not 
“ give a damn what Barkley says ”

But County Engineer Dave Preble was quoted in the 
Citizen artic le  as saying his office has no record of a 
“m inute o rd e r” which would show the title was given 
back to the county.

Joe Reed, who worked for Moya until October of last 
vear when he switched to Precinct I Commissioner David

Sam uelson* precinct, said that while on county time and 
with county equipment he “ mowed weeds” along the road 
and reinforced the headwalls on the old bridge across 
Onion Creek

“ Several of the county guys worked down th e re” level­
ing the road. Reed said

“ I don’t have nothing against Moya,” Reed said, “ but 
he started  popping off against Samuelson. and if he wants 
to play that way, then all right. There have been illegal 
things going on out there, and they’re  continuing to go 
on ”

Samuelson was accused of maintaining a road that led 
to Bird’s Nest Airport with county funds

“ It (Moya's road) doesn’t benefit anyone except him ," 
Barkley said Barkley charged that Precinct 4 has “ the 
worst road m aintainance in the county, but if you go down 
to our property it looks like Sixth and Congrats streets.

Another form er employe of Moya’s, Tommy Waleinta, 
in a sworn affidavit, said that during the sum m er of 1973 
“certain repair work was in fact done on the bridge by the 
crew, including the laying of concrete aprons at both en 
trances to the bridge.”

Threatening call to Friedman 
prompts police action, arrest

Austin police tactical forces were 
ordered to Municipal Building Wednes­
day after Mayor Jeff Friedm an received 
a call from an irate 21-year-old Austinite 
claiming he “ had a gun.”

The call came at approxim ately 2:15 
p m from  a man who was “ very 
emotionally upset,” Friedm an said, over 
an incident involving the Humane Socie­
ty

The caller claimed he had not been 
allowed to have a certain  dog. the mayor 
said The people a t the society had in­
formed the man Tuesday that another 
couple had already  applied for the 
anim al, but that if they did not show up 
by 2 p.m. Wednesday he could have it 

HE WENT to the Humane .Society’s 
Animal Shelter at that tim e, but when he 
got there, he was told that someone else

had filled out an application, which he 
had failed to do the day before, he told 
Friedman.

At this point the man called Friedm an 
and demanded to m eet with him, saying, 
“ I have a gun ” However, the mayor 
said the man never actually threatened 
his life

Against the wishes of the Austin Police 
Departm ent, Friedm an agreed to meet 
the caller in the parking lot of the 
Animal Shelter. Friedm an arrived w ear­
ing a bullet-proof vest and with two 
policemen lying on the floorboards of the 
staff car which he was driving

UNDERCOVER MEN also surrounded 
the building Upon arrival, the mayor got 
out of the car and a blond haired man 
wearing blue jeans approached him. At 
t ha t  moment ,  s e v e ra l  undercover 
policeman rushed to the pair as F ried­
man held his arm s around the suspect.

The mayor said he told the man to 
“ relax "

After a thorough search uncovering no 
weapon, the suspect was taken to police 
headquarters where he was booked for 
a terroristic threat 

Friedman said about the meeting, “ I 
wasn’t as nervous as I thought I would 
bi* After spending so many hours with 
policemen in patrol cars I ’ve learned to 
be very calm ”

During his telephone conversations 
with the man, the mayor said the caller 
told him “ I don’t want to be another 
(Charles) Whitman,” referring to the 
University Tower sniper. He added that 
he knew something was emotionally 
wrong with him for want ing to do 
something like this, Friedm an said 

Following the day s occurrence, Fried­
man said, “ I think he should have the 
damn dog.”

Campus survey

Senate responsibilities puzzle students

Nearly 60 per cent of students asked in 
a Student Government poll adm itted 
they have no idea what the Student 
Senate’s prim ary responsibility is.

The poll, adm inistered randomly by 
the Student’s Association Restructuring 
Com m ittee (SARC) to 1,400 students, 
also showed 85 per cent of those asked 
never participated in any com m ittee or 
council of Student Government.

“ THE WHOLE CONCEPT of the 
questionnaire was to validate our idea of 
Student Governm ent,” said Kathryn 
Green, of the SARC com m ittee and 
chairwoman of the G raduate Council

In an April 20 general election, SARC 
recommendations for revamping the 
Senate will be put before students. The 
com m ittee has gathered data on possible 
Senate changes for six months.

The survey revealed an average of one- 
fourth of the students polled felt Student 
Government should not be involved or 
have input to com m ittees selecting ad­
m inistrators or faculty, the selection of 
the students’ attorney or ombudsman, 
have any connection with student finan­
cial aids or work to include optometry, 
obstetrics or dentistry in the Student 
Health Center.

“THE RESPONSE shows me that 
students think the adm inistration and 
faculty do a pretty good job in teaching

each other, but they (students) would 
still like more input in their selection.” 
Green explained 

“ From  a simplistic view, the students 
who didn’t want any input a t all show 
that there are  people who feel that Stu­
dent Government is not worth spending 
any t ime or effort on at all. They'd 
ra ther not have it around than have to 
worry about it,” she added 

However, on alm ost all of the 28 
questions, the m ajo rity  of students 
revealed a desire to work with the ad­
m i n i s t r a t i o n  and f a c u l t y  on a p ­
pointments and new proposals for cam ­
pus housing, the health cen ter or finan­
cial aids office 

IT IS DEFINITELY a change from the 
students of eight years ago, Green said 

“ It s a combination of apathy and 
adolescence - the desire to have things 
done for you 

“ We must let Student Government 
provide ways to allow student input. The 
encouragement to participate would help 
counteract apathy by offering more op­
p o r t u n i t y  to m a k e  c h a n g e s  and 
counteract adolesence by offering more 
opportunity to assum e responsibility.” 
she explained.

Green believes Student Government 
lost most of its power, and eventually 
student support, during the late 1960s 
because of the Student Senate’s an­
tagonistic stance before the University

adm inistration 
"WHEN STUDENTS sta rt pushing for 

HEW intervention and ask for a vacuum 
aspirator, then you set yourself up for 
rep risa ls  f rom the admini s t ra t ion, ” 
Green said 

However, both students and the ad­
m inistration appear more willing to 
communicate, she added.

Student Government President Jay

Adkins explained that the poll showed 
the Senate could better function as an 
association, adding that trying to govern 
students is a farce.

“ Whatever it is the students feel they 
need, from more parking spaces to a 
good bellylaugh, they’ll have a better 
shot at it once we quit imitating the 
Legislature and sta rt working together,” 
Adkins said.
