A radio-television-tilm graduate 
died early Saturdav after a car tra­
velling north in the southbound sec­
tion of the 1H 35 bridge over Town 
Lake collided head-on with his car

Todd Schul/e, 23, of 5602 Berrv 
H ill Drive, incurred massive head 
and internal injuries and was pro­
nounced dead at 4:39 a.m. Satur­
dav. Garv Haas, Schulze's room­
mate, said Schulze had been 
heading home after h i s  s h i f t  a s  a 
bartender at Toulouse Restaurant 
on Sixth Street.

Austin Police Department officers 
arrested Cacimiro Calixto, 25, of 
1409 E. Second St., who was 
charged with in voluntar)’ man­
slaughter, a third degree felony 
Municipal Judge Cleve Moten set 
bail for Calixto at S I5,000.

According to Municipal Court 
records, witnesses told A PD  officers 
they saw a car going north across 
the southbound lane of the IH  35 
bridge. The car collided head-on 
with a yellow Honda Accord, driv­
en by Schulze, at 4:21 a.m. Satur­
day.

Witnesses told police they saw a 
man get out of his car and run away 
from the scene of the accident. 
Some of the witnesses pursued the 
man and held him until police ar­
rived.

Calixto was not injured in the ac­
cident.

Calixto submitted to a blood-alco- 
hol level examination 9Ü minutes af­
ter the accident and registered a 
0.05 percent reading. Texas law con­
siders a reading of 0.10 percent to fit 
the legal definition of intoxicated.

Funeral arrangements tor Schulze 
are being handled by the Wilke- 
Amey-Clay Funeral Home. Schulze 
is survived by his parents, Lt. Col. 
and Mrs. Howard Schulze of 
Naples, Italy, and his brother, Dr. 
Christopher Brent Schulze of Hous­
ton.

Change relieves 
staffing problems
Department of English still searching 
for long-term solution to recruitment

Administration makes 
to distribute flyers on

In an attempt to avoid future 
problems with student rallies and 
demonstrations, UT officials have 
broadened their interpretation of a 
rule concerning distribution of liter­
ature bv non-students.

Prior to the anti-Kissinger demon­
stration last March during a public 
affairs symposium at the LBJ L i­
brary auditorium, non-students 
were not allowed to hand out litera­
ture on campus, said Glenn Malon­
ey of the campus activities office.

The Institutional Rules on Stu­
dent Services and Activities section 
of the UT  General Information Bul­
letin states: "A  student or an organi­
zation may publicly distribute on 
University property one or more 
petitions, handbills, or pieces of lit­
erature" if the distribution does not 
"interfere with academic or institu­
tional activities."

Before the Kissinger demonstra­
tion, this rule meant onlv UT stu­
dents could distribute literature, 
Maloney said.

But before the demonstration, 
U .S. District Court Judge James

Now lin granted a temporary injunc­
tion against University rules barring 
non-students from distributing liter­
ature.

rhe University has now taken the 
rule "under consideration" because 
of Now lin 's decision, Maloney said.

Non-students can now hand out 
literature at rallies and demonstra­
tions on campus if they are invited 
to do so by a registered student or­
ganization, and if the material is not 
obscene, vulgar or libelous.

"This practice is within what the 
court ordered," Malonev said.

The new English course require­
ment that took effect in all colleges 
this fall has temporarily relieved the 
staffing problems in the Depart­
ment of English, the department's 
chairman said.

The new requirement, which 
eliminated E307 as a required 
course, has reduced the demand for 
instructors teaching the freshman 
composition class, said chairman 
William Sutherland.

Although the English department 
escaped a staff crunch this fall, 
Sutherland said, the department 
will need more E346K teachers next 
vear when manv students will be el­
igible to register for the class. Only 
students who have completed 54 
hours can sign up for E346K, an up- 
per-division intensive writing class.

Under the new requirement, all 
incoming freshmen and transfer 
students in the 1983-85 catalog will 
have to take E306, a freshman Eng­
lish class; E316K, a sophomore liter­
ature class; E346K; and six hours of 
courses containing "a substantial 
writing component." The six hours 
can be taken in any college as long 
as they contain a "substantial writ­
ing component."

"Every  department faces an an­
nual recruitment problem," Suther­
land said. "The challenge is in 
trying to bring in the best people."

Sutherland said the department 
already is looking into the problem 
and will have a better idea of its re­
cruitment needs bv the end of Sep­
tember.

The new requirement also marks 
the beginning of the department's 
serious attempt at balancing English 
class enrollment.

Maurine McElrov, associate pro­
fessor of English and the depart­
ment's undergraduate adviser, said

the higher than anticipated fresh­
man enrollment this fall has put 
pressure on the department to open 
up more classes.

McElroy said all writing and 
sophomore English courses for the 
fall are closed and many students 
have to be turned away. "We have 
added the maximum number of sec­
tions we can afford to," McElroy 
said.

To balance enrollment in fall and 
spring semesters, Sutherland said, 
advisers should not tell all their stu­
dents to take the same English class­
es at the same time. The common 
practice has been for advisers to tell 
students to take English classes as 
quickly as possible, Sutherland 
said.

Advisers should spread the en­
rollment load by suggesting that 
half the students take a particular 
class in the fall and that the other 
half take the same class in the 
spring.

Bv balancing class enrollment, the 
department will not have a shortage 
of teachers in the fall followed bv a 
surplus in the spring.

Sutherland said most freshmen 
were able to enroll in E306. Sopho­
mores who failed to get E316K have 
been verv understanding about the 
situation, he said.

But the situation was different for 
those clamoring for E346K classes.

Patience ran short and tempers 
flared last week as many seniors 
were unable to add the course dur­
ing departmental adds and drops.

Keith Byerman, assistant profes­
sor of English and the department's 
associate undergraduate adviser, 
said the biggest problem stems from 
everyone insisting on taking the 
course at the same time.

"Most students do not have to 
have (E346K) this fall, but for some 
reason they think they do," Byer­
man said
