Residents said the citv was quiet 

during the daytime but gunfire 
could be heard .it night. Most resi­
dents remained behind closed 
doors, but some people ventured 
into the streets to search for food 
and stared at the Iraqi troops.

Japan banned all oil imports from 
Iraq and Kuwait and halted Japa­
nese exports to both countries. To­
kyo said it would suspend all loans 
to Iraq and Kuwait, ban Japanese in- 
vestment there, and freeze Iraqi as­
sets in Japan. Japan, which imports 
99 percent of its oil, had relied on 
Iraq and Kuwait for more than 11 
percent of its oil imports.

The White House praised Japan 
for joining the mam other nations 
that have already penalized Iraq for 
its invasion by imposing economic 
sanctions.

ance, the teaching of simple English 
can appear silly at times, like learn­
ing the "Hokey Pokey" ("You put 
your left foot in, vou put your left 
foot out ..." ) , but knowing its im­
portance and the expectations of 
them, thev remained attentive.

The Japanese students then left 
Austin Wednesday to experience 
the great American icon, Disney­
land, before returning home.

Akemi Hayashi said the students 
reveled in their temporary freedom 
from the many rules they are sub­
ject to at home — like school dress 
codes, constant supervision and in­
struction from parents and teachers.

The youth of Japan, she said, are

not asked for their opinion, and 
only recently have they shown 
small-scale stirrings of thinking for 
themselves.

Isshim Kira, the prefect of Oita, 
said he views the change as a good 
one.

portance as the scientific agenda 
changes.

Rascoe verified Jankowski's claim 
that some of ihe lost microfiche doc­
uments were reports that the U.S. 
Superintendent of Documents left 
with the General Libraries as part of 
a government depository program.

These depository records cannot 
be discarded without following offi­
cial procedures.

Rascoe said he sent an assistant to 
the Engineering Library to identify 
which of these could not be found 
— because they had been either 
thrown away or misfiled — and his 
staff then duplicated these reports 
from copies stored in the Texas 
State Library.

Jankowski also said Ardis decided 
to discard a paper set of Environ­
mental Protection Agency reports 
six months after the General Librar­
ies had accepted them as a gift.

Duplicates of the information had 
already been obtained on micro­
fiche. One library employee who

asked not to be identified said that 
such a collection was received, not 
catalogued and "not retained." A 
section of the many empty shelves 
in the Engineering Library is still 
marked with EPA numbers.

The UT library administration has 
the right to refuse gifts it does not 
want.

UT researchers who want to see a 
missing technical report that cannot 
be found must have the library or­
der it, which takes usually two to 
four weeks if it is in stock, and his­
torical reports may not be.
